Dear Friends, 
 

 If you were unable to be in church this past Sunday you missed an inspiring message by Rev. Lydia Neshangwe, 
a missionary from Zimbabwe.  Many thanks to the Congregational Care Committee for providing a delicious luncheon 
following worship where we heard about Lydia's work at the Centre for Growth in Zimbabwe.   
 

 I have had a couple people ask me about why the doors to the church are locked during worship.  A couple 
years ago Session approved a workshop on ALICE (Alert, Lockdown, Inform, Counter, Evacuate) which was presented 
by Detective Brad Davis.  He strongly recommended that we lock the doors during worship.  We did make an attempt 
to lock the doors at that time.  Late last spring I had a conversation with Brad about the safety of our members and 
guests and he again stressed the importance of locking the doors.  Since then several members of our congregation 
have been involved in trying to figure out how to accomplish this without being unwelcoming.  We are now locking all 
the doors except the Sanctuary door at 10:30 a.m. There is a doorbell at the kitchen door which rings into the Sound 
Room, and our Nursery Staff will hear you if you knock at the door in the Christian Education Wing.   Upon verification 
of your identity they will let you in.  If you think we are overreacting, I encourage you to read an article in the Septem-
ber/October edition of Presbyterians Today, Protecting Your Flock; How Safe is Your Church?   
 

 We are very fortunate to have many people who have been working hard to keep our church functioning well 
and providing meaningful worship services during this time of transition.  If you have any questions I encourage you to 
talk with the Moderators of the our committees or perhaps volunteer to help. And you can always call me.

Many Questions About Recycling! 
 

All of the changes to the recycling in our area have brought 
up a number of questions. The following is what I have 
learned, after checking with the CCH website.  
 

¶  NO glass is being accepted.  People were putting in the 
wrong kinds of glass. (Pyrex, window glass etc.) Mahoning 
County DOES currently accept glass if you live near one of 
their recycling centers.  The metal lids are accepted. 
¶  According to their website, they are only accepting 

CLEAN plastic jugs and bottles. Check the website for a 
long list of things not accepted, cchenvironmental.org,  
¶ There is also a list of many different kinds of paper and 

cardboard that is accepted.  Most importantly, no plastic 
windows on envelopes are accepted (can easily be torn 
out), and all paper should be free of contaminants.   
¶ To avoid getting junk mail, check out the following link:  

https://wwwoptoutprescreen.com 
¶ After some research, I have learned that many sales re-

ceipts are coated with BPA, which is a plastic component 
that has a similar effect on the body as estrogen and is 
linked to a number of medical conditions.  It is suggested 
that when possible, avoid getting receipts.  They definite-
ly should not be put in with recycled papers.  

 

Even though these changes make our recycling efforts more 
challenging, please remember how important it is that we 
continue in our efforts.  With more and more going to the 
landfills, it is extremely important that we recycle all that we 
can.  And, even more important, remember to REDUCE AND 
REUSE as much as possible.  ~ Environmental Team
